Goals:
e Self introduction using an animal metaphor
e Present tense practice

Student Output:
e Students can give reasons why they are like a certain animal
e Students describe their best friend/ideal partner
e Students present their favourite place in the city

Class 2 — My Teams

Goals:
e Students discuss favourite sports, likes, dislikes and find commonality
e Students relate their favourite team colours, styles, purpose

Student Output:
e Students can find things in common with peers
¢ Students share information about their favourite teams
e Students can actively listen and ask follow-up questions

Class 3 - My Food

Goals:
e Food, dishes, ingredients
e Food students have/have not tried — Present Perfect
e Different foods around the world

Student Output:
e Students describe what food is in their house
e Students ask and answer about food they have tried
e Students create a strange dish and present to class

Class 4 — My Games

Goals:
e Discuss game styles, most popular games, how they are played
e Using connectors to link ideas. (After that, then when, while)
e Play communicative Zoom games

Student Output:
e Students describe their favourite video game, how to play/gameplay
e Students interact to complete collaborative online challenges




Class 5 - My Summer
Goals:

e Upcoming summer plans

e Future Tense + Conditionals

Student Output:
e Students brainstorm what to do during school break
e Students discuss their upcoming plans and create an ideal plan
